A  report entitled “Appointments to Outside Bodies – Salford City Council 2006/2007” was submitted to Council on 17th May, 2006.  This report included a number of appointments to outside bodies in respect of which nominations have to be made to AGMA.  In respect of these bodies :





· Council approved some nominations, but left some to be determined

· Others were listed as “self-nomination via AGMA – for information”.  This referred to the system whereby any councillors from AGMA Authorities could nominate themselves for places on the relevant bodies and the AGMA Executive would consider all such applications in making their decisions.




2.
A report was considered by the AGMA Executive on 28th April, 2006, in respect of nominations to outside bodies for 2006/7, but the authors of the report to Council had not seen this report.  To summarise, the AGMA report :





· Indicated that self-nomination was no longer appropriate in respect of any outside bodies, but that all nominations should now be made by the Chief Executive of each Authority sending nominations to AGMA.


· Listed all outside bodies for which nominations were required for 2006/7 (including some bodies not included in the report to Council on 17th May, 2006).


· Indicated that Chief Executives should advise AGMA Secretariat, in writing (E-Mail is not acceptable), of nominations no later than 15th June, 2006.

In addition to the bodies referred to in the schedule to the AGMA Executive report, there are a couple more for consideration and these are referred to in paragraph 5 below.




4.
In order to meet the deadline for nominations to be received by the AGMA Secretariat, it is necessary for the Leader to decide on the nominations in accordance with delegation J.(b)(i) “Authority to take any necessary action to protect the City Council’s interests …..”.  The Leader has sent E-Mails to the Leaders of the Minority Parties to inform them of this and the decisions will be reported to the next meeting of Council for information.

Manchester Enterprises has been reorganised into two bodies :

(i)
Manchester Enterprises Limited (the “strategic” part of the original


Manchester Enterprises); and

(ii)
Economic Solutions Limited (the “delivery” part of the original


Manchester Enterprises).





Councillor Mann was nominated as the Council’s representative on Manchester Enterprises at the Council Meeting on 17th May, 2006, with no nomination being made in respect of Economic Solutions Limited.  The AGMA Executive has agreed the following procedure for these two bodies :





(i)
Each Authority to state to the AGMA Secretary a preference for a seat on either the delivery company or the strategic company, together with a name;

(ii)
The issue of allocating seats between the two companies will then be discussed at the AGMA Executive on 30th June, 2006.





Accordingly, the Council’s preference for which of the two bodies Councillor Mann should become a member, needs to be decided.

Octagon Theatre.  The Council used to make nominations in respect of this body but the rules were changed so that AGMA Grants Committee now makes an appointment from among its own members.  However, the Council decided that it wished to continue making nominations to AGMA in respect of this body in case a vacancy occurred and the AGMA Grants Committee might consider the nomination.  There was no nomination in respect of the Octagon Theatre in 2005/6.

At their meeting on 2nd June, 2006, AGMA Chief Executives are likely to consider the possibility of nomination to a new regional housing body.  This may be referred to as the Regional Housing Group / Board / Advisory Body.  The position in relation to this body is quite complex and unclear at present and further guidance is awaited from AGMA, possibly later on 2nd June, 2006.  A supplemental report will be submitted on this body.
