MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

RESOLVED:
THAT the minutes of the meeting held on 29th July, 2003 be approved as a correct record, subject to the attendance record for A. McCormick being altered to read ‘Albert Park Vets Bowling Club’ in place of ‘Albert Park Tenants’ Association’.
28. MATTERS ARISING
Bill Taylor reported that (a) the outcome of the Housing Market Renewal Fund was not yet known but that the Council was optimistic of a good settlement; (b) the urgent need for the demolition of Caldewood Community Centre was being followed up with the Development Services Directorate; (c) two developers had recently expressed interest in the regeneration of certain areas within the ward; (d) Regional Development Agency funding for the Central Salford Area was likely; and (e) plans for the Hub had not yet been finalised as suggestions for amenities to be located within the development were in the process of being reconciled with the space available.

The Chair indicated that (a) anyone interested in organising a walkabout for their area should contact Angela Every or Andrea Parkinson at The Broughton/Blackfriars Resource Centre; and (b) whilst it had not been possible for boards to be displayed in relation to the consultation feedback received by Albert Park Tenants’ Association, summary sheets were available.
RESOLVED THAT the information be noted.

SURVEY RESULTS


A report outlining items to be included on future agendas, as identified by members of the Community Committee, was submitted.  Members discussed the survey with particular reference to crime issues, including the fear of reprisals when reporting a crime incident.  It was noted that when reporting an incident to Crimestoppers callers were not required to give their name and could also remain anonymous when supplying information direct to the police. 


RESOLVED: THAT
(1) issues relating to (a) crime and (b) resources for young people be considered at the next meeting of the Community Committee;





(2) Sgt. Peter Clarke and appropriate youth group representatives be invited to the next meeting of the Community Committee;





(3) the youth draft report be included on the agenda for the next meeting of the Community Committee, for information;





(4) anyone wishing to discuss specific issues relating to either crime or resources for young people in advance of the next meeting to contact Angela Every or Andrea Parkinson at the Resource Centre; and





(5) consideration be given to including an anti-social behaviour report sheet with each copy of the Committee’s agenda.

31. ENVIRONMENTAL MAINTENANCE ISSUES

Geoff Atkinson from the Environmental Services Directorate responded to issues raised by members of the Committee in relation to environmental maintenance.  Key points covered in the discussion included:

· Recycling: the Council’s recycling scheme was progressing well and it was hoped that a reduction in the amount of waste deposited as landfill and the savings thus incurred would be reflected in future levels of council tax

· Street Cleansing Programmes: the paths between Council houses were, in the main, covered by programmes, but if not, could be added on request

· Fly-tipping: rubbish left unlawfully in the street was being cleared promptly by the Environmental Services Directorate but claims that two separate teams were being used to clear bags and spillage would be investigated

· Asylum Seekers: the Council supplied leaflets relating to refuse collection and associated services in a variety of languages but the problem remained that many private landlords were neglecting to inform the Council that their tenants were asylum seekers and that they required assistance in a particular language.

The number for the Environmental Services Call Centre was provided to Members who were urged to call if they had any matters of concern in their local area.

RESOLVED: THAT
(1) the information provided be noted; and


(2) an appropriate recycling officer be invited to a future meeting of the Community Committee.

32. BUDGET SUB-GROUP DECISIONS


The Chair indicated that more applications for funding were always welcome and that the group had £19,593.55 available to spend before the end of the financial year.
