REVIEW OF THE COMMUNITY COMMITTEE ACTION PLAN

REVIEW OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT IN CHAPEL STREET, 2002/03

Peter Baker circulated (a) a report containing details of a review of the Chapel Street Regeneration Strategy 2002/03, (b) a delivery plan of the projects which had been identified as priorities by local residents, (c) the Chapel Street newsletter and (d) details of the Salford Music Festival to be held from 3rd to 13th May, 2003.


Reference was made to (i) the increase in crime and anti-social behaviour in the area, (ii) the recently established Security Working Party, (iii) the walking plan strategy and (iv) the need for lighting and security to be improved around the Chapel Street area which would assist in the reduction of crime.


The Chair indicated that local residents should be encouraged to participate in the recently established 'Walking for All' project which took place on Mondays between 10.00 a.m. and 11.00 a.m. and Thursdays between 1.15 p.m. and 2.15 p.m.

Helen Barker indicated that meetings would be held with local residents in the near future to discuss specific proposals.
