Yes, there’s something for everyone who wants to learn in Broughton. Whether it’s for leisure, pleasure or profit, there is a range of learning opportunities on your doorstep. Not only are they local, but they are easily and freely accessible.

All you have to do is to spot a course that interests you, and ring the organiser to check on whether there’s a place available. Act now, courses soon fill up. In some cases, where courses are planned to start later, you can put your name on a waiting list.

If you want to learn at your own pace, you can register with the new Learndirect Centre at Broughton Community Resource Centre. Hundreds of courses are available through Learndirect. If you need computer training you can get that also. From October, three local computer-based learning centres will be operating in Broughton. Access and support are free so don’t delay, ‘phone today. Make this year memorable by learning new skills and improving your existing ones.
