· Salford Primary Care Trust has identified ongoing core funding from 1st April 2003 and a Business Plan for 2003/4 setting out the development of services linked to NHS priorities is being completed.

· A full time manger has been appointed

· A wide range of course, therapies and activities are available for local people either at the Centre of through Outreach Work.

· Work on The Angel Community Café has now started and it will be open later in the year. Information on nutrition and diet will be an important part if this project.

· Health Walks have now been set up from The Angel and from the Broughton Health Centre.

· The second May Fest Music Festival in Blackfriars was a success linking the community, St Philips and The Angel.

· Swimming sessions, every Tuesday for Asian women are well attended at Pendleton Baths, up to 40 women take part.

· Asian Women’s Carers Group is active and has identified Cultural and Religious issues that need to be considered in the provision of NHS hospital services. Links with student nurses re: awareness raising have been established.
