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STRATEGIC REVIEW OF PRIMARY SCHOOL PLACES
At the last estimate, almost 1 in 5 of Salford's primary school places were unfilled. All sorts of costs are associated with maintaining these empty places, and these resources should instead be used to improve the education of our 22,500 primary school pupils. A review of primary school places is underway and there will be a range of public consultation meetings taking place throughout the year. 

A report on the Strategic Review of Primary School Places, was approved by Salford's Cabinet on 22nd January, 2002. The report has been deposited in public libraries and in the reception area of the Civic Centre in Swinton, and is also available on the City of Salford web site - www.salford.gov.uk, under Education and Schools, Plans and Reports. 

The report has been circulated for initial consultation to School Governing Bodies and other stakeholders.

We are now seeking comments on the report from all stakeholders. If you have any comments please submit them to Kathryn Mildenstein, Asset Planning Manager, Minerva House, Pendlebury Road, Swinton, M27 4EQ by Friday 5th April, 2002.

It is anticipated that an initial strategy document, with priority options will be produced in September 2002; following which further detailed consultation will take place.
