3. RECORD OF DECISION

Community Committee Devolved Budget

St Philips Church:  This application was for funding to support the Salford Music Festival ‘MAYFEST’.  Members of the panel requested fuller information on the relevance of the event for the local community and the nature of their participation in the event.  

Following further enquiries panel members agreed that the application should be approved in part and a grant of £2000 be allocated to the festival.

Community Initiatives Fund

Phoenix Supported Employment Service Ltd: This application was for funding to help disabled people in Broughton to access employment opportunities.  The funding was requested to allow the appointment of a part-time employment worker at a cost of £5000.  

Following enquiries of the applicant organisation and the partner bodies referred to in the application, it was agreed by the panel that fuller information should be required of Phoenix and, in particular, full details of the beneficiaries of the project including their names and addresses.  Further consideration of the application was deferred pending this fuller information.
