MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

The minutes of the meeting held on 9th June, 2009, were approved as a correct record.

HEALTHY WEIGHT STRATEGY

This matter was withdrawn from the agenda and will be considered by Cabinet at its meeting held on the 14th July.


5.
REVISED STATEMENT OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

The Lead Member for Planning submitted a report containing details on the statement of community involvement which had been adopted in March 2008 since then, there have been a number of changes to the process to be followed for the production of a local development document and changes in the planning policy statement 12 and its associated regulations, and the Planning Act 2008 and its associated regulations.   As a result it was considered necessary to update the statement of community involvement (SCI) so that it was consistent with the new legislation.

The report indicated that the SCI set out the standards to the adopted by the City Council for engaging the community and key stakeholders in the plan-making process and in determination of planning applications.    The main aim of the SCI was to achieve a greater public involvement in the planning process of document production or in a determination of planning applications.


The report contained full details of the proposed alterations and was submitted for approval and adoption by the Cabinet.   

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT Cabinet approve the proposed changes to the statement of community involvement as set out in Annex I to this report for the purposes of public consultation and




(2) approve the consultation process that will be carried out in relation to the proposed changes and identified in paragraph 25 of the report now submitted.

THE CORPORATE ASSET MANAGEMENT PLAN 2009/10

The Lead Member for Property submitted a report containing details of the proposed corporate asset management plan for 2009/10.   The report contained details of (the aims and objectives for the use of property by the City Council)

· the performance that had been achieved in reducing having more efficient use of property

· key issues and future property requirement 

· cost cutting issues regarding directorates, their property implications together with actions needed in time delivery.

· acknowledge the achievements that have arisen from the Asset Management Plan 2008/09 which have reduced costs and increase efficiencies of property management across the City Council.


Councillor Owen commented with regard to the position of the asset management plan 

in 2008/09 and the detail of the asset management plan in 2009/10.   In doing this he 

made reference to the condition of the City's highways and  potholes.  Councillor 

Merry, in response, referred to the action that is being taken will be further discussed  
at the Council Policy Forum through future jobs fund in order to support the processes 


that are being undertaken to maintain the City's highways.    Councillor Antrobus made 


reference to the current budget spend, maintaining its highways and the added 
programmes that were carried out through the devolved budget process.


RESOLVED:THAT the Corporate and Asset Management Plan 2009/10 as now 


submitted be approved and adopted.

7.
FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT FOR THE PROVISION OF SPECIALIST DISABLED 
ADAPTATIONS TO DOMESTIC PROPERTIES

The Lead Member for Housing submitted a report containing details of a proposal that 

specialist disabled adaptations in Salford would be delivered through a common 

framework agreement with suppliers.   This agreement sets out terms and conditions in 

which specific purchases and services will be provided during a given period, 

particularly with regards to price and quality.  The framework agreement would only be 

used "between the contracting authority and the Economic operators original party to 

the framework agreement" and for a maximum period of 4 years.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the framework agreement is established consisting of at least 20 

companies to provide adaptations to domestic properties within the City of Salford at an 

estimated cost of £4M per annum, the estimated total cost over 4 years is £16M.



(2) delegated authority to the Strategic Director for Sustainable 

Regeneration or his nominee to award contracts utilising the services of companies 

accredited under the framework agreement in accordance with the Council's standing 

orders.


(3) Authorise the City Solicitor to complete the legal formalities in relation 


to contracts placed by utilising the service of companies accredited under the framework 


agreement.
