EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

The presentation attached provides an update on primary school provision programme 2013-18.  This includes an overview of the implications of new legislation relating to the establishment of new schools and the disposal of surplus education land.  The presentation also outlines details of the schemes (across the new 12 planning areas) which will increase primary school provision for September 2012.
