DECLARATION OF INTEREST

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

VIBRATION MONITORING

Mick Walbank reported that (a) the Director of Development Services had agreed to meet the cost of independent monitoring of the effect of vibration on properties on the Duchy estate arising from vehicles travelling across road humps and (b) accordingly, arrangements would be made for monitoring equipment to be sited in a volunteer’s house.

5.
COMMUNITIES AGAINST DRUGS

Mick Walbank reported that the following allocations had been made under this Initiative:-

· £3,000 to the Duchy Youth Project

· £7,000 to the Weaste Action for Children and Youth (WACY)

The £7000  for Weaste had been divided between the Youth Service and Salford City Reds, and would support three sessions per week for young people in the “classroom” within the rugby ground.

STREET CRIME INITIATIVE

Mick Walbank reported that (a) it was likely that funding would be made available under this Initiative to help fund activities during summer and (b) the Youth Service would be utilising funds under the Initiative to finance summer programmes at the Height Youth Centre.  Weaste would be a priority for recruitment to activity at the Height.

(2) THAT Mick Wallbank make youth groups aware of the activities which are scheduled for Buile Hill Park during the summer holiday.

Mick Walbank reported that, although allocations had been made to help meet the cost of groups using school premises, it had not yet been possible to formulate appropriate procedures.

COMMUNITY CHEST
