	Councillors Bill Hinds and Ben Wallsworth, Leader of the Council and Lead Member for Development Services, respectively, submitted a joint report on the current position in respect of work in progress to bring forward alternative development proposals for Barton.

AGREED:
(1) THAT the "twin track" approach to bringing forward the development of the Barton Strategic Site be endorsed.



(2) THAT further work be authorised to achieve submission of an outline planning application by the landowners, based on the UDP proposals, as soon as possible        



(3) THAT officers be authorised to undertake further work, in partnership with Salford Reds Rugby League Football Club, to develop proposals for a mix of development including a new stadium on the site.



(4) THAT it be noted that the development of a stadium on the Barton site is only viable with a supporting package of retail development which would represent a departure from the UDP, and which will require strong and reasoned planning justification.



(5) THAT the removal of restrictions on land in Council ownership to enable development to proceed, subject to approval of terms, be approved, in principle.



(6) THAT proceeding by way of a lease, rather than a joint venture company, be approved, in principle.  (Such lease terms to be reported back to a future meeting for approval).



(7) THAT officers be authorised to enter into negotiations in respect of an option agreement.  (Terms to be reported back for approval).



(8) THAT consultation on this matter take place with local Councillors and the Political Executive for the area.
