MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

CONTRIBUTIONS TO MAJOR CAPITAL SCHEMES AT VOLUNTARY


AIDED SCHOOLS
Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Education, submitted a report containing proposals for the City Council to make financial contributions to major capital schemes at Voluntary Aided Schools as follows:-

· The financial contributions would only be available if it could be demonstrated that the City Council would make revenue savings from the proposed capital project.

· The financial contributions would be based on a maximum of three years savings.

· Future savings from year four onwards would be identified by the Education and Leisure Directorate as part of the annual revenue budget setting process.

· Capital schemes that form part of a major City Council strategy would in the first instance be referred to the DfES for 100% funding, and only if that failed would consideration be given to the Council making a contribution (currently being considered as part of the Regulating Reform Act 2001).


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT approval be given to the use of revenue savings the accrue to the City Council, and not individual schools budgets, to help fund major Voluntary Aided Capital Schemes on the understanding that this is limited to the value of the savings for the first three years.

(2) THAT all schemes that are part of major City Council initiatives should always be referred to the DfES in the first instance for 100% funding.

SEN POLICY AND STRATEGY DOCUMENT AND INCLUSION STATEMENT
Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Education, submitted a report containing details of a draft SEN Policy and Strategy Document and Inclusion Statement.

WESTERN GATEWAY/TRAFFORD UDP
Councillor Barry Warner, Lead Member for Development Services, submitted a report containing details of (a) discussions held with Trafford MBC on a "Western Gateway Strategy" (formerly Manchester Ship Canal Corridor Strategy) and (b) outstanding objections to policies and proposals in Trafford's Review UDP.


RESOLVED:

CRIME AND DISORDER AUDIT AND STRATEGY (2002-2005)
The Director of Strategy and Regeneration submitted a report (a) on the Crime and Disorder Audit which identified the type, level and prevalence of crime and disorder issues within Salford over the last three years, (b) summarising the key messages emerging from the Audit findings and (c) identifying the emerging priorities which would inform the development of the Crime Reduction Strategy 2002/05.


RESOLVED:
THAT the report be noted; and that the emerging priorities be approved for inclusion within the revised Crime and Disorder Strategy.

62. ADDITIONAL ITEMS

The Chairman indicated that he had agreed that the following items which had not been included in the agenda for the meeting should be considered as matters of urgency by reason of special circumstances, i.e. they had arisen since the agenda was produced and it was desirable for Members to be informed as soon as possible.

63. MAGISTRATES COURT
Councillor Bill Hinds, Leader of the Council, referred to the fact that the consultation document on the proposals for Magistrates Court provision in Salford had now been received and recommended the establishment of a working party to prepare the Council’s response to the document.

RESOLVED: THAT the Working Party consist of the following Members, Councillors Antrobus, Lancaster (as Chairman), J. Murphy, Smyth and Ullman; and that their deliberations be submitted to Cabinet for approval.

64. GRITTING OF ROADS
The Director of Environmental Services reported that during the recent bad weather the five strategic arterial routes of the City had been gritted a total of 78 times, 7,996 miles of highway had been gritted involving a total of 913.12 tonnes of salt. In addition 300 service requests for gritting had been received and had been prioritised / responded to as operationally possible.

65. MARK CARRILINE, DIRECTOR OF EDUCATION AND LEISURE

Councillor Bill Hinds, Leader of the Council, referred to the fact that this would be the last formal meeting of the Cabinet  which Mark Carriline would attend prior to him leaving to take up an appointment with Bradford City Council, and thanked him on behalf of the Council for all the hard work he had undertaken during his time as Deputy Director of Education and Leisure and latterly as Director,  Members wished him well in his new appointment.
