HOUSING STOCK TRANSFER NEXT STEPS

The Lead Members for Housing and Customer and Support Services submitted a joint report containing details for the next steps to be taken in relation to the Housing Stock Transfer.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT Cabinet note the result of the tenant ballot in respect of the proposed stock transfer to City West Housing Trust and in the light of that result approved the stock transfer proceeds to conclusion subject to agreeing the terms that the Transfer Agreement obtaining all the necessary statutory consents from the Housing Corporation and the Department for Communities and Local Government.




(2) APPROVE an application be made to the Department for Communities and Local Government for all the necessary statutory consents in respect of the proposed transfer at an appropriate time and for the final approval of wording of the application to be delegated jointly to the Lead Member for Housing and Lead Member for Customer and Support Services prior to the final decision being made by Cabinet in respect of the application submission.



(3) THAT Cabinet notes the scheduled key date to the registration of the new local housing company with the Housing Corporation and completion of the date for the stock option transfer process.




(4) THAT the estimated start up costs associated with the stock transfer and the amounts estimated as indicated in the report submitted be as recoverable by the Council.




(5) the City Treasury  be instructed in consultation with appropriate officers to confirm the final value of the set up costs which are benchmarked for value for money purposes.
