MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 25th May, 2010

The minutes of the meeting held on 25th May, 2010, were approved as a correct record.
4.
PCT REORGANISATION PROVIDER SERVICES – TRANSFORMING COMMUNITY SERVICES   

The Strategic Director for Community Services and Health reported on the implications of proposed Vertical Integration Process which was part of the reorganisation for the provision of health services .Mr. M. Burrows, Chief Executive of the Salford Primary Care Trust (PCT) was also in attendance and briefed members on the proposed reorganisation and provided details of national policy with regard to the provision of health services for the future. 

Both officers present referred to the impact of the proposals for the current joint and integrated services within the City, with specific reference to the 3 categories of service which had been considered through workshop sessions with NHS Salford, The City Council and separate sessions with the Salford Royal Foundation Trust. 

 It was indicated that there were 3 categories of service:

· Category A where the PCT sought clear integration paths with the Salford Royal Foundation Trust.

· Category B those services which clearly did not fit in an integration path with the Salford Royal Foundation Trust.

· Category C services where there are potentially different options.

Members of Cabinet commented on the detailed implications of “Section 75 “services and the impact of the change in models in respect of GP Commissions and Vertical Integration would have on those services directly within this area of provision.  Members raised specific concerns with regard to Universal Children's Services and issues such as the future of PCT ‘s  and how that would affect service delivery in respect of future funding and City Council budgets.  
Members were informed that the Secretary of State would issue guidance through a White Paper in July with regard to the future of PCTs and where existing PCT funding would be allocated by 2012.  
Detailed reference was also made by Members to the democratic accountability and governance in respect of the future delivery of health services in which the City Council would be a key partner.  Comments were made regarding the current strength of the relationship arrangements between the PCT and the City Council in providing high quality and community led services to meet the needs of the City.  
Members expressed strong views in relation to:

·  Further detailed considerations which would need to be given by Cabinet  on potential transfer  of services/ functions from one body to another

·  The need to have a future detailed report to the Cabinet to consider this and other issues 

·  The need for the Cabinet to give detailed consideration to ensure that there was a clear structure of democratic accountability and transparency with a clear commitment from any partner in health service provision with the Council to fully support  a through democratic accountability process.

·  The need for the Cabinet to enter into negotiations with Partners in relation to future Section 75 services delivery.
·  The need to ensure that the lead Member for Community Health and Social Care commences discussions to generate a relationship with the future GP Consortium in order to ensure that the Cabinet s requirements for full democratic accountability in accordance with that the need to be able to develop a clear way of scrutinising the future service of health provision within the City.
