WEASTE, SEEDLEY AND LANGWORTHY PRIMARY SCHOOL REVIEW
Councillor John Warmisham, Lead Member for Children’s Services, submitted a report on proposals to remove surplus places and provide two new schools in the Weaste, Seedley and Langworthy Primary School Review Area.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the publication of the public notice to close Langworthy Road, Tootal Drive and Seedley Primary Schools and establish a new 420 place community primary school on the Glendinning Street site, by 2010, be approved.



(2) THAT it be noted that the Diocese of Salford and Governing Bodies of St. James's and All Souls' R.C. Primary Schools will simultaneously publish notices to close both schools and establish a new 210 place Roman Catholic Voluntary Aided Primary School on the existing Langworthy Road Primary School site, by 2010. 



(3) THAT it be noted that the plans for the two schools are interdependent and will be implemented to the same timescales, leading to the two new schools opening in September, 2010.



(4) THAT it be noted that some factors, identified in Section 3 of the report, need to be resolved should the proposal proceed.
