APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillors Mann and Smyth.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no interests declared.

3.
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 23RD FEBRUARY, 2010

The minutes of the meeting held on 23rd February, 2010, were approved as a correct record.

4.
SNAPS REVIEW

The Lead Member for Community Safety submitted a report containing details of a 12 month review of the Sustainable Neighbourhood Action Project (SNAPs). 

 The report indicated that SNAPs was the Salford’s CDRP flagship approach to delivering targeted, multi-agency, intensive weeks of action in priority wards across the City, together with a strong focus on sustaining the positive impact of the partnership activity beyond the initial week of action. 

 It was stated that SNAPs had been operational in Salford since February, 2009, during that time five SNAPs had been delivered across the city with the sixth due to commence in Broughton in March, 2010.


The Lead Member commented on the achievements of SNAPs to date with reference to:-

· 68 arrests of a variety of offences 

· 29 vehicles being seized for motoring offences 

· 20 drug warrants had been executed and 17 had resulted in arrests for drug offences and/or abstracting electricity

· 7 cannabis farms were found, 2 of which contained cannabis with a street value of over £20,000

· Gateway checks had identified 137 people travelling without valid ticket or pass, all of which received a fine. 
·  In addition to such things as the bulky waste collections carried out by the Environment Directorate 118 tonnes of waste had been collected from outside peoples homes and disposed of, further programmes had also involved graffiti removal from  105 sites and litter picking had been carried out at over 200 locations. 
·  He further stated that 49 fixed penalty notices had been issued for a range of offences including littering and dog fouling

In his report the Lead Member then went on to refer to the impact that SNAPs had in working with young people using statutory and voluntary youth provision, numerous community events which had been delivered and very well attended.  

He also referred to the impact on levels of crime and anti-social behaviour in areas where SNAPs had been carried out and actions that had been learnt that  would be taken forward to deliver future SNAPs during 2010.  

Members of Cabinet commented on the success of the SNAPS and the way in which their working with all partners to improve community safety across the city.
