The minutes of the special meeting held on 2nd November, 2010, were approved as a correct record.
4. “THE WAY TO WELL BEING “PUBLIC HEALTH  PROJECT  INITIATION  DOCUMENT(PID)
The Lead member for Community Services and Health submitted a report stating that the Council and the PCT /NHS Salford were committed to addressing the overall Health Improvement of the local population given the levels of deprivation and the evidence of Health Inequalities. A number of key multi agency strategies had been developed over the last two years e.g. the Healthy Weight Strategy, Tobacco Control Strategy, Alcohol Strategy, Infant Feeding Strategy and Teenage Pregnancy Strategy. These had moved the way partners in health work onto a different level. 
He also indicated that other work was also being undertaken in the City on Working Neighbourhood Teams, Building Better Neighbourhoods and Life Chances which would further emphasised the belief that all agencies need  to reform public services and develop the most effective way that agencies can work together at a locality level to deliver improvement.

    He asked Cabinet are asked to consider the proposed PID, which is designed to provide    a clear structure, scope and governance for the next stage in our approach to improving     health and wellbeing.  It is recognised that the work on Life Chances in the City inevitably    means that learning as “we do business” may affect the shape of this work.
