JUVENILE NUISANCE IN BOOTHSTOWN

agreed to the opportunity to develop closer links between young people and the Community Committee.

recognised the need to continue to develop and implement citizenship strategies for young people, as part of a multi-agency approach to anti-social behaviour.

supported the recent action that had been taken by local residents to discourage the direct and indirect sale of alcohol to underage people in the community; and

recognised that a range of related strategies were required to address the identified issues with particular emphasis on engagement of young people.
