LPDG REVIEW

Councillor Smyth, the Lead Member for Service Improvements and Neighbourhoods submitted a report containing details of the Local Partnership Delivery Group  (LPDG)review which was based in each of the 8 neighbourhoods.    

The report indicated that the basic remit of the LPDG was to identify and tackle crime and community safety issues within that neighbourhood.   The delivery groups were all established in Salford and the methods of working and managing crime and disorder were well advanced and reflected true partnership working.     

The Lead Member for Community Safety commented on the need to be further involved with the outcome of the review and the action plan which had been generated. Members also made reference to the role of community committee members in the process .

PLAY BUILDER FUNDING

Cabinet considered a further joint report of the lead members for Children's Services and Environment indicating that following the decision of Cabinet to approve the previous  11 sites across the City a further consultation exercise had been carried out with stakeholders to provide details of the designs for these sites and identify a further 11 sites for development for play building in 2010/11.   

The report indicated that funding for year 2 of the Play Builders Scheme was available from April 2010 and must be spent on a further 11 sites completed and open by March 2011.   

The report indicated that following the previous decision by Cabinet it was approved that section 106 funds could be used to match fund at the play builder developments.    

Play Builder section 106 and other Council's funds were used on Cadishead Park  and  the Campbell Road development.   

It was also indicated that  where suitable local community groups were engaged the Council would support applications for the Big Lottery Communities Green Space fund which could  provide opportunities for further capital funding to supplement the play builder grant and revenue support for ongoing maintenance.

RESOLVED:
 (1) THAT the Cabinet approves 11 suitable sites for 



development to renew play space in year 2  of this programme as indentified in 
the report now submitted which had been compiled 
following an extensive 
public consultation process; evaluation and analysis from elected members, 
officers and other professionals and authorise for capital works to commence 
on these sites once the funding becomes available after April 2010.



(2) THAT Cabinet approves a programme of local 



consultations starting in May 2010, to inform the designs for developments to 
be undertaken in year 2 of this programme, and the sites approved by Cabinet.




(3) THAT Cabinet approves the requirements for sufficient revenue 
funding to be identified and committed for ongoing maintenance for year 2  play 
builder development 




(4) THAT Cabinet approves the principle that rather than tender out  
development to third sector parties entirely the council meets the requirement to 
undertake a "community based approach" by working to identify suitable 
partners to deliver developments jointly and potentially facilitate match funding 
opportunities for the year 2 play builder sites.



(5) THAT Cabinet approves the proposal for opportunities to promote 
section 106 funding to contribute to match funding suitable play builder 


developments in year 2 of this programme.
