MOORSIDE PRIMARY ENLARGEMENT 

Cabinet sat as a School Organisation Committee to consider a report of the Strategic Director for Children's Services containing the background to the proposals for the enlargement of Moorside Primary School. The proposals had been published on the 28th July 2011, in accordance with the Cabinet Decision made on the 13th July 2011.  

The report made reference to:
· The background to the proposals 

· The statutory processes undertaken since the Cabinet sitting as a School Organisation Committee had last considered the matter on the 13th July 2011.
· The factors considered by the decision maker in respect of: 
1) Being satisfied that the published notice of the proposal to enlarge school had complied with the statutory requirements contained in the Education and Inspections Act 2006 and in subordinate legislation principally in Schedule 5, Parts 1 and 2 of the School Organisation (Prescribed Alterations to Maintained Schools) Regulations 2007. 
2) Being satisfied that statutory consultation regarding the proposals had been carried out prior to the publication of the notice. 
3) Consideration as  to whether the enlargement proposal was related to other published proposals and it was found that the proposal was not linked to any other proposal requiring publication under the Education and Inspections Act, 2006.  

4) The fact that the report had provided satisfactory information in relation to the proposals and the impact on :-

· The effects and standards in school improvement 

· Diverse 

· Every time matters 

· Equality opportunity issues 

· The need for places 

· Travel and access ability 

· The views of interested parties 


RESOLVED:  THAT   (1) Cabinet approved the published proposals to rebuild and enlarge the premises at Moorside Primary School, increasing capacity of the school from one form entry to a three form entry school (210 places to 630 places).  That decision is reached in accordance with the guidance issued by the Secretary of State for the Department of Education.  





(2)  THAT the proposals are detailed in the report be proceeded with on the site indicated within the report.  




(3)  THAT the proposal will be carried out on a two phased approach which will provide a two form entry provision from September 2012 and a three form entry provision from September 2013.
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
