FEEDER PRIMARY SCHOOLS

Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Education, submitted a report containing proposals to consult with governing bodies regarding a possible change in school admission arrangements for the 2004/05 school year.  The main change of the arrangements would be the removal of the associated primary school link.


RESOLVED:
THAT approval be given to formal consultation taking place, on the lines now indicated, with Governing Bodies of Salford Schools and Neighbouring LEA’s on admission arrangements to Secondary Schools in the school year 2004/05.

PRIMARY SCHOOL REVIEW

Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Education, submitted a report containing details of proposals to go to the next stage of the Primary Schools Review process, namely to go out to initial informal consultation on some proposed options for actions on schools and seek responses to add to the analysis process.


Mr. Schofield, Head Teacher of Charlestown Primary School, attended the meeting and commented on variations to the number of surplus places at his School.


Discussion ensued on the methodology used in determining the various options. 


RESOLVED:
THAT the Primary School Review Consultation
 Document be approved as the basis for initial consultation during the period September, 2002, to December, 2002; and that a further report on the outcome of the consultation process be submitted in January, 2003.

CENTRAL SALFORD STRATEGY AND MANAGEMENT ARRANGEMENTS

Councillor Bill Hinds, Leader of the Council, submitted a report containing proposals to pursue the comprehensive regeneration of the Central Salford area of the City by pulling together all existing and new initiatives into an overall strategic framework to promote the renaissance and well being of the area.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT approval be given to promote the Central Salford concept, its aims and objectives.




(2) THAT approval be given to the management arrangements for Central Salford including the creation of a Central Salford Management Board.




(3) THAT approval be given in principle to the support arrangements subject to the submission of a further report to Lead Members on the details of the funding arrangements.




(4) THAT the Director of Strategy and Regeneration be requested to investigate methods of funding regeneration works along Liverpool Road, Eccles

2001/02 STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS

Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Corporate Services, submitted (a) the 2001/02 Statement of Accounts and (b) the letter of representation in connection therewith to the District Auditor.

201.    LOCAL GOVERNMENT PAY DISPUTE


Councillor Maureen Lea, Lead Member for Personnel Services, submitted a report on the consultation process being carried out by the Employer Organisation and the Trade Unions representing Local Government Services employers on the pay proposals prepared by ACAS.

RESOPLVED: (1) THAT the City Council supports the ACAS pay proposals.



   (2) THAT the National Employers be reminded that in the employers response to the outcome of the proposed Commission on Pay and related issues those authorities which have successfully implemented single status and subsequent pay and grading reviews should not in effect be asked to pay twice for these arrangements.



    (3) THAT the employers should seek to settle with the craft unions on the same terms (except the bottom loading which would not apply).

202. THE SHADOW SUPPORTING PEOPLE STRATEGY FOR SALFORD
Councillor John Warmisham, Lead Member for Housing Services, submitted a report, (a) indicating that in April 2003,( i ) a new national programme Supporting People would begin, when the City of Salford with partners in the Health and Probation services would become responsible for the long term planning and funding of all housing related support services and ( ii )the Council would also become directly responsible for the continued payments to existing support services and (b) containing a brief explanation of the Supporting people programme.

RESOLVED: THAT the Shadow Supporting People Strategy be approved.

203 DELAYED DISCHARGES FROM HOSPITAL
(The Chairman indicated that he had agreed that this item of business which had not appeared on the agenda for the meeting should be considered as a matter of urgency  by reason of special circumstance i.e. it had arisen since the agenda had been produced and it was desirable for the members to be informed at the earliest opportunity)

Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Community and Social Services, reported on a consultation document that had been published in which it was proposed to fine Social Services Directorates £100 per day per patient for every elderly patient in hospital where it was the fault of the Social Services Directorate that the patient could not be discharged to suitable accommodation.

The Director of Community and Social Services commented that it was proposed to submit a joint response from the City Council, the Primary Care Trust and Salford Royal Hospital to the consultation and indicated the lines which the response would take.

RESOLVED: THAT approval be given to a joint response to the consultation document along the lines now indicated. 
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
