AGREED:
THAT the record on the meeting held on 12th December, 2000, be approved.

Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Arts and Leisure submitted a report on the recommendations of the consultants, Deloitte and Touche, in relation to the operation of the Councils recreation and Leisure facilities, and Mr. G. Gould of the consultants attended and presented their recommendations.

AGREED:
THAT consideration of the recommendations be deferred; and that the Director of Education and Leisure provide members of the Cabinet with details of the usage of the Councils recreation facilities.

Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Arts and Leisure, submitted a report on the proposed transfer of the collections of the former Lancashire Mining Museum.

AGREED:
