AREA PLANS

Councillor Barry Warner, Lead Member for Development Services, introduced, and the Director of Development Services presented, a report on the nine Area Plans and revisions thereto, including a further revised text (“Councillors’ Working Group   text”) as recommended by Councillors John Merry, Barry Warner and John Warmisham in respect of the Worsley and Boothstown Area Plan.


Mrs. Beryl Howard, Chairman of the Worsley and Boothstown Community Committee, and Councillors Bob Boyd and Karen Garrido each addressed the Cabinet in respect of Area Plan items WB1 (Green Belt), WB2 (Salford Forest Park) and WB9 (Education Allocation in Boothstown). They expressed their concerns that, following the consultation exercise on the Area Plans, the text agreed by that Community Committee for inclusion in the Worsley and Boothstown Area Plan, had been further revised, as set out in the Councillors’ Working Group text, and indicating that such revised text was not acceptable to the Community Committee.


During  the ensuing discussion on this matter, the purpose of the abovementioned further revision was explained and reasons were given as to why the Councillors’ Working Group text differed from the views of the Community Committee.
