(CQC) 
service inspection with regard to the Council's performance and delivery of 
adult social care outcomes to its communities and the capacity of the Council to improve 
in future 


The report indicated that the inspection was an additional assessment to the 


Council's adult social care performance following the last inspection in Salford being on 
Learning Difficulties Services 2007.   

The Lead Member reported that essential components of this inspection included 
· on-site evidence gathering called "fieldwork"
· a clear focus on the direct experiences of the people who need social care services on their care through interviews and case files 

· a focus on improvement


Councillor Warmisham reported that the inspection team from the CQC visited Salford 
March 2010 to find out how well the Council is delivering social care with regard to

· safeguarding adults whose circumstances made them vulnerable, and 

· improving the quality of life for older people
