	When specifying or designing, seek opportunities to reduce the need to rely on virgin material and where appropriate reuse/recycle existing products.

	Where items are of a similar cost, give preference to those manufactured with recycled content.

	Carry out an environmental assessment of the Council’s major suppliers.

	To comply with all National and European procurement legislation.
