SALFORD ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Lead Member for Regeneration submitted to Cabinet the Salford Economic Development Plan for 2009/2026.   The report indicated that the City Council in partnership with the Central Salford URC had produced a strategic framework for driving change in economic development and growth in Salford over the next 20 years.  The Salford Economic Development Plan (SEDP) set out the various opportunities and challenges to be faced by the City and its partners.   The plan proposed a programme of strategic actions and targets to deliver and measure this growth.  Prior to the completion of this document the Sustainable Regeneration and Scrutiny Committee had been consulted on its contents.

RESOLVED:  THAT the Salford Economic Development plan as now submitted be adopted as a City's framework for economic growth.

INSPIRED IN SALFORD - MAKING SALFORD A CREATIVE CULTURAL AND SPORTING CITY

In the absence of the Lead Member for Culture and Sport the Strategic Director for Community Health and Social Care submitted a report seeking Cabinet approval for taking forward the  work on the strategic framework "inspiring Salford", which was about making Salford a creative and cultural and sporting City.    The report provided details 
· The outcomes for the City in relation to the pledges

· The ambition for creating, cultural and sporting City and what that would mean to the local community

·  The priority issues for "Inspiring Salford"

The report also made reference to the role of the City Council leading and promoting and creating the inspiration through the development of a strategic culture and sport alliance for Salford.    

RESOLVED The Cabinet approved outcomes and ambition for the "Inspiring Salford" Strategic Framework, together with the short and medium term priorities and recognise the role of the City Council in taking forward the work on Inspiring Salford and the formation of a strategic alliance.

COMMUNITY STADIUM

The Leader and Deputy Leader submitted a joint  report in relation to the development of a community stadium for the City.    The report made reference to the detail of the proposal and the implications for the City Council and its partners.


RESOLVED:
THAT Cabinet approved 


(a) the "In principle" establishment of a joint venture company (JVC) between Salford City Council and partners to develop and manage a 15,000 seat sports stadium (with an option to grow in the future to a 20,000 seat) associated practice pitches and community and facilities, plus develop adjoining land for bulk retail and commercial purposes 


(b) the "In principle" establishment of prudential borrowing for the purposes of funding of the development of a circa 15,000 seat sport stadium 


(c) a delegation of power to the Lead Members for regeneration in Customer and Support Services and to the Strategic Directors for Sustainable Regeneration and Customer and Support Services to

work with partner and appropriate external advisors to deliver a business case 


demonstrating the commercial viability of a sports stadium delivered and 


managed  by the JVC partners; 


(ii)
utilise the business case to explore and then deliver the appropriate funding 


streams via the NWGA and prudential borrowing to support the delivery of a 


sports stadium


(iii)
work with appropriate legal and other advisors to finalise the terms for the 
establishment of the JVC 


(d)  the expenditure of up to 0.6 million of advanced preparatory work to secure the planning approval and undertake site investigations on the understanding that the expenditure will be funded 50/50 between the Council and partners in the event of non-recovery from the NWGA grant or the JVC.
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
