SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT IN THE CITY OF SALFORD
Councillor Maureen Lea, Lead Member for Environment, submitted a report on sustainable development in the City.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the re-establishment of the Environment Officers’ Working Group, which will include both internal and external representation, together with the development of clear lines of reporting both to the City Council and to the LSP, be approved.



(2) THAT the creation of a Cabinet Working Group to oversee the progress of the Environmental Officers’ Working Group, as well as to discuss new areas of work and any resource considerations, be approved.



(3) THAT an audit of current LA21 work and its relevance to meeting CPA inspection criteria through the use of the key lines of enquiry matrix, as well as linking LA21 to the City Council’s pledges, be approved.



(4) THAT the current Community Plan, in relation to the inclusion of LA21, be reviewed.



(5) THAT environmental considerations be included all internal and external partners’ business plans.



(6) THAT a corporate document that promotes successes, and identifies how areas of weakness/new work are addressed, be created.



(7) THAT consideration be given to assigning sustainable development as part of a Lead Member’s portfolio, or, as some local authorities have done, create a Lead Member with responsibility for sustainable development.



(8) THAT a revised LA21 strategy with short, medium and long term targets, based on agreed priorities, be developed.



(9) THAT links be established into the Local Strategic Partnership’s themes.



(10) THAT benchmarking exercises, with those local authorities that are successfully pursuing the goal of sustainable development, be undertaken.



(11) THAT adequate new and dedicated resources, to enable the above recommendations to be carried out, be provided.
