COUNCIL/SALIX HOMES LIMITED MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT, ETC.
Councillors Peter Connor and Bill Hinds, Lead Members for Housing and for Customer and Support Services, respectively, submitted a joint report on the management agreement, etc., between the Council and Salix Homes Limited and other organisations.

RESOLVED:
  (1) THAT the Council enter into a Management Agreement with Salix Homes Limited that allows for the management of the central Salford housing stock, currently under the management of New Prospect Housing Limited, to be managed by Salix Homes Limited.
(2) THAT, as part of the abovementioned Management Agreement, 

Salix Homes Limited undertake operational Housing Market Renewal and appropriate regeneration work in central Salford.
(3) THAT, in respect of all the legal and business documents 

(including the Memorandum of Association, the Articles of Association, the Salix Homes Delivery Plan and Management Fee) to allow the development and launch of Salix Homes Limited as an “arms length” management organisation with full legal status, approval be given for delegation of authority to officers, as follows: -
(a) Strategic Director of Housing and Planning / Deputy Director of Housing and Planning  - Authority to conclude the preparation of the documents
(b) Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services / Assistant Director (Legal Services) - Authority to sign the documents.
 (4) THAT the Council enter into a Deed of Disengagement with New Prospect Housing Limited that will disaggregate those services and functions, currently under the management of New Prospect Housing Limited, which will be transferred to the management of Salix Homes Limited and to the Council (for Housing Connections Partnership services whilst that Partnership operates in shadow mode).
