                             (3) THAT In the event of a decision by the Secretary of State to 
       authorise the conversion of any other Salford schools to become academies; 
       Cabinet authorise the Lead Member for Children’s Services following consultation 
       with other Lead Members to:

a.  Determine the terms of the land transfer based on the model lease issued by the DfE, including the extent of the school premises and licences for land outside of the lease arrangements.

b. Determine the terms of the transfer agreement.
