The Cabinet sitting as a School Organisation Committee considered a report of the Strategic Director for Children’s Services (a) reminding Cabinet that at their meeting on 14th September, acting as a decision maker, they had approved a new voluntary controlled Church of England Primary School in Eccles, conditional upon planning permission being granted by no later than 7th July, 2011, under Part 3 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990, and (b) indicating that confirmation had not yet been received that the application was to be considered by the Local Planning Authority by the 7th July, 2011,  and in light of that, it was necessary for Cabinet acting as a SOC to modify their previous decision.
