4.
APPLICATION FOR FUNDING FROM COMMUNITY COMMITTEE DEVOLVED BUDGET 

Members of Cabinet gave further consideration of detailed evidence in respect of an application from the Salford Star organisation to apply for funding to be made available through the Community Committee Devolved Budget.

Members received evidence from the Strategic Director for Community Health and Social Care  and asked questions in relation to that evidence as did the appellants.  

Evidence was then submitted  on behalf of the appellants on which the Strategic Director and Members of Cabinet asked questions ..  

At the conclusion of the receipt of all the information and evidence provided by both parties Cabinet then gave consideration to the matter before them and the following resolution was passed. 


RESOLVED:
THAT the application as submitted  failed to meet the agreed criteria in respect of the guidance to Community Committees on spending and devolved budgets on publications. and any  other decision in respect of this application would leave the Council in breach of Section 2 of the Local Government Act 1986.

ASSET MANAGEMENT PLAN 2010/2011

Councillor Lancaster the Lead Member for Property submitted to Cabinet the Asset Management Plan for 2010/2011.  in submitting his report he made specific reference to 5 areas:
· Improving office accommodation 

· Providing improved services to meet user needs 

· Carbon reduction 

· Dealing with the maintenance backlog 

· Regeneration and renewal 


He made reference to the work being carried out with partners of the improved occupancy standard. the major efforts were being  made to reduce CO2 emissions, refurbishments to which had been carried out in Council premises. 

 He also made specific reference to use of resources deployed by the Council in regeneration projects such as MediaCity, Central Salford URC, Higher and Lower Broughton and Ordsall, Seedley and Langworthy.

 Members of Cabinet welcomed the report and paid tribute to the work of Councillor Lancaster in delivering the Asset Management Plan for the forthcoming year.

6.
THE DRAFT CHILD POVERTY POSITION STATEMENT 

The Leader of the Council reported to Cabinet that the Child Poverty Act 2010 placed a duty on local authorities to tackle child poverty in particular to:

· Cooperate and to put into place arrangements with other delivery partners to reduce child poverty

· Prepare and publish a local child poverty needs assessment to better understand the local picture 

· Prepare a joint child poverty strategy which set out the actions to be taken by the local authority in each partner in attempting to end child poverty within the City. 

He further commented that the local authority were expected to provide strategic leadership, shared between the Children's Services and Chief Executive Directorates with wider support and governance via the Think Skills and Work Board.  
In submitting the report he made reference to the fact that  the broad direction and proposed actions contained within the draft statement had been considered by the Salford Strategic Partnership and the City Council had to ensure that a Needs Assessment Strategy was completed by April 2011.  
Members of Cabinet expressed concern at the levels of child poverty that existed  in the City and the issues the City faced across a number of portfolio areas to work with partners to reduce the high levels of child poverty.

Members commented on the potential implications that future Government funding could have on the way that the public sector addressed this major issue 
Reference was also made for the need to identify specific actions at Ward level using other neighbourhood information to the influence and inform  policy with a range of partners to achieve a reduction in levels of child poverty. 

RESOLVED: THAT the Child Poverty Draft Statement as now submitted subject to amending photographic content be approved and adopted.

COMMUNITY HEALTH PARTNERSHIP PRIMARY PLUS (HOLDINGS LIMITED) STRUCTURAL LIFT AMENDMENT 

The Lead Member for Customer and Support Services submitted a report informing Cabinet that Primary Plus (Holdings Limited), were a private sector company involved in the MaSTLiftCo had made a proposal to remove the exclusive right of the LiftCo to develop future projects for the relevant Primary Care Trust.  Although LiftCo did not have exclusive rights for the City Council's projects, the fact that the Council was a participant in the LiftCo required the Council to agree to vary the following agreements:

· The Strategic Partnering Agreement 

· The Shareholders Agreement

JOINT STRATEGIC NEEDS ANALYSIS (JSNA)

The Executive support member for Community Services and Health submitted a report to refresh the Joint Strategic Needs Assessments, a requirement for local authorities and the NHS, formalised in the Local Government and Public Involvement in Health Act, 2007. This places a responsibility on councils and PCTs to identify local needs, map out the aspirations of local people and through business planning and commissioning achieve improved outcomes for local people. 

 He reported that the refreshed Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) built upon  on the first document (2008) and aligns with NHS Salford’s Strategic Plan, Salford’s Sustainable Communities Strategy, the Children and Young People’s Plan and the Core Strategy. 

 He indicated that In recognition of the impact of social and economic factors on people’s health, more focus has been given in this refresh to the wider causes of inequalities of health and wellbeing. 

The information also included neighbourhood/cluster profiles which draw together health and socio-economic information for the eight neighbourhoods which would be used by neighbourhood managers and practice based commissioners for further engagement and commissioning of services for local needs. 

An internal and external communication programme is being implemented to both describe the messages and priorities coming out of the JSNA and engage people in using the information for planning and implementing change at City wide, neighbourhood and for key messages for Salford residents. 

Members commented on the health issues in the City and the progression which was being made with partners thorough key cabinet strategies on alcohol, and tobacco, and the need to provide clear evidence of impact. 

 He further sated that the JSNA will be used to inform the further analysis needed for 

Salford’s Health Inequalities Strategy which will articulate the gap which needs to be reduced 
between neighbourhoods within the city and also between Salford and England
RESOLVED  THAT 

Cabinet and Lead Members 
(1)
  put in place  a formal process which ensures that the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) is used to inform the Council’s business planning and commissioning activity and those of its partners.

(2)  put in place  an agreed process with NHS Salford for updating and reviewing the information held within the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment 

(3) agree to strengthen the joint approach and involvement of the Council in the next phase work programme of the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment with specific consideration given to the utilisation of neighbourhood profiles and the role of  the JSNA in development of Salford’s Health Inequalities Strategy. 

           (4) agree to use the JSNA to review joint agreement on priorities of Salford’s health  

           and wellbeing  needs for forthcoming planning 

(5) agree to ensure that the Place Board and the LSP are able to consider and use the content of the JSNA
