REGENERATION COMMISSION

Submitted details of three questions (see below) which set out an approach to the Regeneration Commission and formed the base on which evidence would be gained.

· How have we previously managed areas of major change and what has worked?

· What are the key factors, which will stabilise and expand the City’s population and how does the City balance the needs of its current population with those of prospective residents?

· How does the City compare with other areas on regeneration?

THE HOUSING STRATEGY - PROCESS AND ISSUES

Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing Services, submitted a report on the detailed consultation that had taken place with stakeholders following the launch of a “Fresh Start” for Housing in November, 2003.


The report identified the key work areas that partners would like to see prioritised within the over-arching Housing Strategy.


Reference was made to –

· Not enough reference to the environment

· Need for partnership working

· Need to address re-housing of ex-offenders and drug misusers

· Need for a clear strategy from North West Housing Group so that those authorities where there are prisons do not have sole responsibility for ex-offenders


RESOLVED:
THAT the process for developing the Housing Strategy be noted; and that the issues contained in the report now submitted be approved for inclusion within the Housing Strategy.

5.
SOCIAL INCLUSION POLICIES AND STRATEGIES

Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Education, submitted a report containing details of draft policies and strategies to enhance and facilitate a more cohesive and holistic approach to promoting the attendance of children and young people at school, the development of appropriate behaviour at school and support for the most vulnerable.


The common theme in all three strategies being the development of procedures to ensure that children/young people, parents/carers and services were all clear about their roles and responsibilities.

REDEVELOPMENT OF THE SITE OF BRIERLEY COMMUNITY CENTRE

Councillor John Warmisham, Lead Member for Community and Social Services, submitted a report on proposals to develop a children’s centre in Little Hulton on the site of the Brierley Community Centre.
