LAND ASSEMBLY - LOWER BROUGHTON
Councillor John Warmisham, Lead Member for Housing Services, submitted a report (a) reminding Cabinet that, at their meeting held on 26th June, 2001, they had approved the principles and broad vision outlined in the Lower Broughton Regeneration Strategy submitted by Taylor Young and Jones Lang La Secre, subject to the re-design of the proposals to retain the existing community in Spike Island and (b) indicating that appropriate officers had worked with the consultants to review those areas of the indicative masterplan that involved clearance of popular local authority housing stock.


RESOLVED:
THAT the revised indicative masterplan prepared by Taylor Young be approved for consultation with local residents and other interested parties.

LAND ASSEMBLY - HIGHER BROUGHTON

Ron Dawson of Bovis Lend Lease and Duncan Sutherland of In Partnership, attended the meeting and gave a presentation on a regeneration model for the Wiltshire Street/ Northumberland Street area of Higher Broughton.


The model proposed a partnership between the City Council, Bovis Lend Lease, In Partnership and Midland and City Developments and the creation of a Broughton Regeneration Company Limited which would progress the regeneration of land and properties bounded by Northumberland Street to the North, Bury New Road to the 


West, Devonshire Street East to the South and Tully Street to the East, with the Edwardian Town Houses on the West Side of Bury New Road also being included.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the proposals as now submitted for the regeneration of the Wiltshire Street/Northumberland Street are of Higher Broughton, be approved as the basis for public consultation.



(2) THAT approval be given to seek agreement from key organisations to assist in the development of the project.



(3) THAT approval be given to the preparation of a detailed Business Plan.



(4) THAT approval be given to the submission of an outline planning application.

THE FUTURE DEVELOPMENT OF ORDSALL
The Director of Development Services as Area Co-ordinator for Ordsall, submitted a report of the Ordsall Future Development Working Party.


The Working Party had investigated the following issues:-

· Public Services.

· The Library.

· The District Centre.

· Future development opportunities for the Ordsall area.

· Community consultation.

· Community safety.

· Funding opportunities.

He indicated that significant progress had already been made with the Library re-locating to the Neighbourhood Office.  There was however, still urgent need to undertake other works including, the provision of new fencing with anti-ram protection around the former Library building and Longford Church and the remodelling of the District Centre.

FIREWORK SAFETY
Councillor David Lancaster, Lead Member for Environmental Services, submitted a report on (a) the control of fireworks and (b) the potential dangers, distress and nuisance caused by fireworks.

(1) THAT the Health and Safety Executive be contacted to ascertain the progress being made with regard to the review of explosives legislation and when the official consultation will take place.



(2) THAT the local Members of Parliament be lobbied to press for changes in legislation that will restrict the sale and use of fireworks on the grounds of:-

· distress and nuisance caused.

· larger fireworks are now more common.

· consistency of enforcement.

· stricter controls on the storage of fireworks.
