EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Following the release of a Consultation Draft prepared by the Building Design Partnership in February 2004, the Charlestown/Lower Kersal Partnership Board agreed an amended version of the Development Framework at its meeting on 26th July 2004.  The Partnership Board now seek endorsement of this document by the City Council.

The final document is attached to this summary report. It sets out the strategic and local context for the Framework and how the consultation process has informed the final version. The main part relates to the broad proposals set out for around 40 zones defined within the Charlestown/Lower Kersal area. The document also details the broad components of an Implementation Plan.

The final Development Framework document will now be used to inform subsequent work, particularly in engaging with a developer partner and also in undertaking neighbourhood planning exercises with the local community. It also provides detailed guidance for the relevant Area Development Framework required under Housing Market Renewal Fund proposals.

At this stage, Cabinet are asked to endorse the document in principle in preparation for further formal approvals that will be required in relation to its compliance with the statutory development plan and in seeking compulsory purchase orders.
