That the policy being applied by New Prospect Housing Limited is approved in its present form, however this should be seen as a first phase, in a move to a City of Salford - 'Access to Housing ' service, with an underpinning, cross tenure and provider policy which increases  choice for all customers. The aim is to create a common' interest in housing' register with a single 'access system'. 

That Cabinets notes that some elements of the policy including the age banding of certain properties, handling of former tenants arrears and the practice of 'deferring' applications  from some applicants, remain under review in the move towards a 'full' choice based lettings system 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
