TITLE : Joint Protocol for the Education of Children looked after


RECOMMENDATIONS : 

That the Joint Protocol for the Education of Children Looked After is adopted by the City Council.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : 

1. Key to the Government’s Quality Protects initiative for children looked after is to help them avoid social exclusion by improving their life chances. This is a big challenge. Looked after children perform significantly less well at school than the general population but helping them to do well at school is key to improving their life chances.

2. The Education & Leisure and Community & Social Services Directorates have worked hard together to provide good quality and well-supported education for children looked after. The principles underlying that work have now been pulled together in a Joint Protocol which will serve to guide future work.
