TITLE : Sustainable Transport Strategy 


RECOMMENDATIONS :

That Cabinet note the contents of the draft strategy and input as appropriate.

That, subject to the conclusion of the consultation exercise, the strategy be endorsed for publication.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

It has previously been recognised that much good work is being carried out within the City Council and amongst its Partners to secure the benefits of sustainable transport.  However, it has also been recognised that even within the Council this work is carried out in silo’s and consequently, other than working towards the broad banner of sustainable transport, there is no cohesive action plan.  It is hoped that the production of this document will create such an action plan which will in turn enable our progress towards the delivery of effective sustainable transport to be measured.

It should also be noted that the document will demonstrate Salfords commitment to the delivery of the aims and objectives of the GMLTP which will in turn assist Greater Manchester to achieve a higher status with the potentially consequential improvement to our CPA rating.  

The document itself is divided into five sections which are as follows:

Section 1 – Introduction.

Section 2 – Context.  This section “sets the scene” both nationally and regionally and shows how transport forms an essential element of our daily lives.  The section also demonstrates the links between decisions made at the local level and national policy.

Section 3 – How The City Council and its Partners Are Working Towards Sustainable Travel Within Salford.  This section considers the contribution that the various modes of travel make towards sustainability and the various policies and objectives contained within the GMLTP and the UDP that protect and encourage the same.  It also considers the ways in which the Council and its Partners contribute towards these aims.

Section 4 – Sustainable Travel Issues Across Salford.  This section seeks to identify those issues and opportunities affecting connectivity and accessibility on a ward by ward basis.

Section 5 – The Action Plans.  These make named individuals responsible for the delivery of certain targets aimed at progressing sustainable travel opportunities within Salford.
