1.0 
Purpose of Report

1.1
To recommend that compulsory purchase powers be used as necessary to acquire those areas of land and property that are required to implement the scheme within the area covered by the Supplementary Planning Guidance. 

2.0
Details
2.1
A further report is to be considered that recommends that the draft Supplementary Planning Guidance for the Higher Broughton Regeneration Area be approved and then submitted to Council for approval.

2.2
In order to implement the proposals contained within the SPG it will be necessary to acquire numerous land and property interests within the area.

2.3
Negotiations have been taking place for some time for the acquisition by agreement of properties in the Bottom Streets but these negotiations are unlikely to be wholly successful.

2.4
In view of this it will be necessary for compulsory purchase powers to be used to ensure that physical possession and legal title can be obtained. Initially two compulsory purchase orders were to be made, one for the Bottom Streets and then one for the Top Streets once funding became available for that phase.

As a result the preparation of the documentation for the Bottom Streets compulsory purchase order is well advanced whilst the documentation for the Top Streets order is at an early stage.

However additional funding has now been identified to enable acquisitions to commence in the Top Streets. As there would be benefits in making one compulsory purchase order to cover both the Bottom and the Top Streets it is intended to progress the preparation of the documentation for the Top Streets as a matter of urgency and if possible include all the land and property required in one compulsory purchase order, the “No. 1” compulsory purchase order.

However if it would appear that this course of action would unduly delay the making of the compulsory purchase order on the Bottom Streets then it is intended to revert to the original proposal to make two orders. Lead Members will be kept advised of progress.

Approval is therefore sought to make either one or two compulsory purchase orders to cover all those land and property interests that are required in order to implement the proposals contained in the Supplementary Planning Guidance for the Higher Broughton Regeneration Area.
