SUBJECT: 
Development of land adjoining Salford Shopping City 
1.0 Purpose of Report

1.1
To seek approval to amend the titles of the compulsory purchase orders which are to be made on land off Fitzwarren Street/Pendleton Way, Salford and land off Glendinning Street, Salford.

2.0 Details

2.1
At the Cabinet meeting on 17th September 2002 a report was considered which set out the opportunities to develop a large modern foodstore on land adjoining Salford Shopping City. 

2.2 The proposal will require the relocation of St James R.C. School, Newcroft High School and Salford Methodist Church.

2.3 Newcroft High School is to be relocated to Chatsworth Road, Eccles in the summer of 2004.

2.4 In order to secure vacant possession of the foodstore site and the relocation of St James R.C. School it was resolved that compulsory purchase orders should be made in respect of the subject sites.

2.5 The compulsory purchase orders were to be made in 2002 but as the orders have not been sealed the proposed titles of the orders will need to be amended to reflect this.  In addition the ‘re-branding’ of the Council’s identity requires a change in the titles of the Compulsory Purchase Orders.

3.0 Recommendations

It is recommended:-
