1.0 
Introduction

1.1 The Local Development Scheme (LDS) for 2006/7 – 2008/9 was approved by Cabinet in February 2006 and by the Secretary of State in March 2006.  It came into effect  on 27th March 2006.  

1.2 The LDS describes what the City Council is going to do to prepare new and revised planning policy for the City over a 3 year period.   It contains the key milestones for the production of these documents.   The Council’s performance against these timetables is monitored and therefore the LDS is a key document for the Council in terms of performance management.

2.0
Reason for Revising the current LDS

2.1 The current LDS identifies a number of documents the council proposes to commence production over the lifetime of the LDS, but which could not be formally included at the time it came into effect because the timetables and/or resources were not finalised.   For two of these documents the resources and timetables have now been finalised and therefore the LDS needs to be revised to include them so that work on them can commence.

2.2 The first of these documents is the Greater Manchester Joint Waste Development Plan Document (DPD). Each of the ten Greater Manchester authorities have agreed to the principle of joint working in order to produce this Waste DPD.  The document will include detailed development control policies and the identification of sites and preferred areas for a range of waste management facilities.  A team based at the Greater Manchester Geological Unit are responsible for the production of this DPD. 

2.3 The second document is the Design Supplementary Planning Document, which will set out the planning policy guidance on design issues.  The production of this document will be lead by the Design and Heritage Team, with assistance from consultants in the early stages.

2.4 The decision to no longer have a Council meeting in August affects the timetable for the Statement of Community Involvement as the Submission document was due to be approved by Council in August 2007.  Consequently this will now need to be considered by Council in July and slight alterations have been made to the milestones for this document in the LDS as a result.
