OPTION 1

1. Medical reasons and children whose statement of special educational needs stipulate that specific school.

If claiming medical reasons, parents/carers must provide evidence from the doctor that the child has a medical condition, which means that admission to a particular school is essential.

2. Children in Need as defined by the Children Act (1989)

3. Attendance at an associated primary school.

4. Denominational reasons (Canon Williamson CE High School)

5. Older brother or sister in attendance at the school at the time when the younger child commences.

6. Relative Proximity of school from pupil’s home.  Priority to be given to those pupils for whom the distance to an alternative school is greater than the distance to the preferred school.  Distance is measured along a straight line between the home address and the school.

Oversubscription

In the course of allocating places for children within one of the above criteria, it is possible that the school's Standard Number will be reached before all the children within that criterion have been allocated places. If that happens all of the children within that criterion (but not children in higher criteria whose places will be assured) will be ranked according to relative proximity to the school, so that the children for whom the distance to alternative school is greater than the distance to the preferred school (measured on a straight line distance from the school) will take up places until the Standard Number has been reached, and thereafter no further places at the school shall be allocated.
