	EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  

· A report was presented to cabinet on 27th March requesting support for the Governing Body in closing the school with effect from 31st August 2001, because of falling numbers of pupils and a mounting budget deficit. This was agreed.

· Statutory notices were published and no objections were received within the statutory period.

· Parents have been offered provisional places at Clifton County Primary, Mossfield Primary and St Augustine’s RC Primary pending the outcomes of consultation.  There may be some admission appeals arising from the closure.

· Work has been done to ease the transition of pupils to their new schools.

· Work to find employment for displaced staff is ongoing.

· As there have been no objections the proposals do not need to be approved by the School Organisation Committee.
