AGREED:
THAT the record of the meeting held on 22nd August, 2000, be approved.

Councillor Bill Hinds, Leader of the Council, submitted a report indicating that (a) the City Council had been invited to submit an application for funding under Round 3 of the Sure Start Initiative, (b) expressions of interest had to be submitted by 7th September, 2000, and (c) consideration  be given as to which area of the City should be supported, either Swinton (including the Valley and Clifton) or Winton (including Westwood Park and Brookhouse).

AGREED:
(1) THAT Winton be approved for submission for consideration under Sure Start Round 3.

(2) THAT the existing Sure Start Partnership be agreed as the body to oversee the strategic activity of Sure Start under Round 3.

(3) THAT, due to the time scale for the submission of expressions of interest, approval be given to the Council's bid being submitted to the Sure Start Unit prior to consideration of this matter by the Policy Committee.

THE DECISIONS IN (1) AND (2) ARE FOR POLICY COMMITTEE APPROVAL.

Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Community and Social Services, submitted a report on the NHS Plan which had been presented to Parliament in July, 2000, by the Prime Minister and which proposed that, over the next ten years, the NHS must be redesigned to be patient-centred and to offer a personalised service.

The Plan was underpinned by the following set of core principles:-

(i)
The NHS will provide a universal service for all based on clinical need, not ability to pay.

(ii)
The NHS will provide a comprehensive range of services.

(iii)
The NHS will shape its services around the needs and preferences of individual patients, their families and their carers.

(iv)
The NHS will respond to different needs of different populations.

(v)
The NHS will work continuously to improve quality services and to minimise errors.

(vi)
The NHS will support and value its staff.

(vii)
Public funds for health care will be allocated solely to NHS patients.

(viii)
The NHS will work together with others to ensure a seamless service for patients.

(ix)
The NHS will help keep people healthy and work to reduce health inequalities.

(x)
The NHS will respect the confidentiality of individual patients and provide open access to information about services, treatment and performance.

AGREED:
THAT the report be noted; and that further reports be submitted in due course on how each of the elements in the Plan affect the various directorates of the City Council.

Councillor Bill Hinds, Leader of the City Council, submitted a report designed to stimulate debate on fundamental issues about how the City Council faces the challenges that lie ahead.

The Director of Education and Leisure reported that initial figures indicated that 36% of Salford school children had obtained five or more passes at grades ‘C’ or better in the recent GCSE examinations and that less than 3% would be leaving school with no qualifications whatsoever.
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
