1. PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

2. DETAILS
2.1 Members will recall that at a meeting of the Cabinet Briefing on the 19th December 2006 it was agreed that for 2007/08 the payments from the Collection Fund to the precepting authorities should be made in twelve equal instalments on the 23rd of each month (or the first day thereafter if the 23rd falls on a weekend or on a bank holiday).
