	EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

· A dispute between the Post Office and the City Council occurred concerning the provision of Post Office Pouch Boxes on highway and whether or not the Post Office had statutory rights of the licencing arrangements in the New Road and Street Works Act applied.

· After taking legal advice a compromise was reached and an agreement “Contractual Licencing Arrangements for Royal Mail Street Furniture Instalations” reached.

· The main details of the Agreement are:-

· Pouch Boxes and Mail Boxes are subject to location agreement

· Planning Permission is required for Pouch Boxes only

· An inspection fee of £45.00 on each installation will be paid for administration and inspection expenses.

· Royal Mail will maintain and indemnify the Council against any claim arising from the placing of the equipment on the highway.
