	ASSESSMENT OF RISK :




1. There is a high risk of litigation in the current climate, particularly in respect of Corporate Manslaughter or charges of bad commercial deals.  It is important that these are mitigated wherever possible.

2. There is a high risk of Members and Officers being personally liable if such indemnities are secured.

3. There is a high risk to Members and Officers if they are unable to obtain proper representation if allegations of liability arise.
