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1. 
Introduction

1.1 
Regulation 28 of the Town and Country Planning (England) Regulations 2004 states that the Local Planning Authority should prepare a consultation statement summarising discussions with local communities and stakeholders and detailing how these have been incorporated into the draft document before advertising a Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) for public consultation. 

1.2
This Consultation Statement reflects the intentions of Government planning guidance for reporting on community involvement in the plan making process and outlines the involvement of stakeholders, the community, voluntary organisations, and statutory consultees in the preparation of Salford’s SCI.

1.3
The consultation process adopted meets both the minimum requirements set out in the Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2004 and the gold standards in community involvement devised by Partners IN Salford.

2. 
Gold Standards IN Community Involvement

2.1 
Partners IN Salford (Salford’s Local Strategic Partnership) have devised

5 aspirational standards for community involvement and all partners of

the Council are signed up to delivering community involvement in this

way. (www.partnersinsalford.org/communityinvolvement).

2.2
The Gold Standard is a goal for partners to aim towards, particularly where there is activity or proposed change within the City that will have a significant impact upon local communities. They are:

1)
Value the skills, knowledge and commitment of local people.

2) 
Develop working relationships with communities and community

organisations.

3) 
Support staff and local people to work with and learn from each

other (as a whole community)

4) 
Plan for change with, and take collective action with, the

community.

Work with people in the community to develop and use frameworks

for evaluation.

Process of Community Involvement to Date

Stakeholder Conference

3.1 An SCI Stakeholder Conference was held in June 2006 in order to gather the views of a range of community stakeholders, voluntary organizations, statutory consultees and interested individuals on the Council’s current and future approach to community consultation on planning related issues including the production of policy documents and determination of planning applications. This conference was tasked with assessing how effective it was felt current methods of consultation were and how these may therefore emerge in the future.  

3.2 The conference was attended by numerous voluntary groups, residents associations, local residents, businesses, public bodies and other interested groups. A full list of attendees is provided in Appendix A. It consisted of presentations on the new planning system, the aim of the SCI and community consultation techniques currently used by the Council. These were followed by two separate workshops where attendees were able to put forward their views on present and future community consultation. One workshop, chaired by Broadway Malyan, considered community consultation in the production of Local Development Documents (LDD). The second workshop, chaired by Urban Vision, considered community consultation on planning applications.

3.3 The policy document workshop centred around four main question areas. These, and the main responses provided by conference attendees are detailed below.

a) With regard to policy documents, how do you rate the existing consultation methods used by SCC?
Main responses:
· A general feeling that more could be done by the Council to promote and facilitate community involvement
· Acknowledgment that the Council faces a real challenge in accessing and consulting with ‘hard to reach’ groups, especially children
· Suggestions that the Council should use existing channels such as schools, community groups or residents associations, particularly in accessing ‘hard to reach’ groups. 
· The filtering of information needs to be improved so that consultees are informed of how their input has been incorporated into planning documents and if not why
· There is a need for ‘front loading’ of the community consultation process, where by consultation is undertaken at the start of the document production process in order to fully incorporate the views of the community into the production of policy documents
· There is a need to consider the issue of accessibility in the consultation process, for example the use of tools such as the internet that not everyone has access to should be given careful consideration
· Timescales for consultation are often too tight
· Jargon and acronyms should be kept to a minimum
b) With regard to policy documents, which methods do you find most helpful?

Main responses:

· Meetings/workshops/panels, post-questionnaires, letters, news letters and internet/email were the most popular means of consultation

· One-to-one discussions, telephone/text messaging, local media advertising and public displays were also proposed

· It was generally agreed that a combination of consultation methods should be used to suit the type and size of targeted audience.

· The city council needs to think about consultees’ literacy and mobility when considering how and where consultation should be undertaken.

· Information should be readily available in public places such as supermarkets. 

c) Can the same technique be used for each document or does each document require a different/combination of techniques?

Main responses:

· Agreement that ‘one size does not fit all’ and therefore consultation should be tailored to the document being produced
· Assumptions should not be made on how each document will impact upon people. For example, it may not be appropriate to limit the consultation on an area based document to those who live or work within that area 
· Importance of selecting the most appropriate venues in encouraging community involvement in the plan making process raised 
d) Should there be different consultation techniques used for each stage?

Main responses:

· Different stages warrant different techniques, though continuity and consistency is also important
3.4 The conference also raised a number of comments regarding how best to encourage communities to get involved in the plan making process. For example, the use of local pubs as event venues, linking consultation events to other events and festivals to capture a wider and more varied audience and the use of DVDs to relay information, were all proposed as effective measures.

3.5
The planning applications workshop focused on three main question areas. These are detailed below with a summary of the main responses.

a) Do you think the existing means of community consultation in the planning application process are appropriate?

Main responses:

· A general concensus that consultation could be improved
· Many unaware of the current methods used
· The PublicAccess internet service is popular, though the information provided on applications through this service could be improved
· A need for wider consultation on new developments and a greater consideration of how developments may affect communities is needed to broaden the range and depth of consultation
· Consultation should take place at the pre-application stage, reaffirming the importance of ‘frontloading’ the consultation process
· There is a lack of understanding of who Urban Vision, responsible for determining planning applications within the city, are.
b) What additional approaches should be used to inform the community in the planning application process?

Main responses:

· Publicised public meetings/exhibitions and site visits for major development proposals
· Training courses to help communities better understand the planning applications process
· Use of Planning Aid in co-ordinating consultation and making their services better known across the community
· Better use of existing community organisations and networks to filter information down to individuals
· Citizens/Peoples Panels working in partnership with developers in the design and creation of large schemes
· Increase of 21 day consultation period where it is felt necessary, for example on particularly sensitive development proposals
· A more transparent formula in calculating who should be consulted at the application stage to ensure a consistent approach
· More information should be made available on a development’s wider impacts, for example on the environment, jobs, schools, health or wider economic implications to allow communities to better understand the development and make informed decisions about the need for it. 
· Regular updates where developments are amended. More efficient and quicker means of relaying information may be needed such as text messaging or email
· Local press adverts should be more comprehensive so that they provide more information on major applications
· Follow up phone calls to ensure consultees are receiving information and understand applications. A more proactive approach to consultation
· Providing representatives to speak on behalf of community groups or individuals at Planning Committees, such as Planning Aid
· Providing the means of giving feedback to the Council on the quality of consultation so that its approach can be continually improved.
· Allowing local community committees to determine applications that affect their area, empowering local communities
c) Who are the key representatives and/or organisations who should be involved in the Development Control Process and what means of communication should be used to involve them?

Main responses:

· All groups should be involved in the consultation process – no age limit for example.
· Who should be consulted depends on the development proposal in question
· Thought needs to be given as to how to consult with certain groups who may be excluded when using common methods. For example, mobility and literacy levels vary across the city
· Groups that should be consulted include: the utilities, emergency services, youth groups, local councillors, residents/tenants associations, schools and colleges, business community, environment agencies and the voluntary sector 
Stakeholder Questionnaire

3.7 A questionnaire was placed on the Council’s website in order to gather further views on public consultation. A total of 20 responses to this questionnaire were received and a list of respondents is provided in Appendix A.

3.8 The questionnaire content was broadly based around the questioning at the conference. Three main question areas were used which are detailed below with a summary of the main responses.

a) With regard to planning documents, how would you prefer us to consult with you?

Main responses:

· The most popular responses were: posting leaflets through doors, providing information on the council’s website and press advertisements. 
· Other responses included advertising through publications such as Life IN Salford magazine, holding ‘drop in’ surgeries, setting up local planning forums, the use of a planning hotline, advertising stands in public areas such as supermarkets or shopping precincts and local radio broadcasting
b) How would you prefer to tell us your views and opinions? 

Main responses:

· Email and recording views on the Council’s website were the most popular methods

· Other methods proposed included one-to-ones at public meetings, writing in, returning comments cards in free post envelopes and filling in comments cards in council owned buildings

c) Are you satisfied with the way we currently consult on planning applications?

Main responses:

· Need more time and earlier involvement
· Applicants should not be given the advantage of confidential pre-application discussions
· Officer recommendation reports are released only five days before a planning committee meets which is not long enough to allow objectors to put together their case for refusal before having to present this to the planning committee

Informing the SCI

4.1
It should be recognised that not all responses to these questions can be taken forward. For example, it is beyond the powers of the city council to increase the statutory timescales for consultation on policy documents or planning applications. In general terms however, the responses collectively provide a number of realistic and workable ideas to improve the city council’s approach to community consultation on planning issues, and the principles behind these have been fed into the SCI where possible. Detailed below is a summary of how the SCI content has been based around the suggestions and comments made through the Stakeholder Conference and Questionnaire.

4.2
Frontloading through early community consultation on both planning documents and planning applications is central to the draft SCI. This is particularly applicable to pre-application consultation which the SCI supports. The SCI outlines the developer’s responsibility in taking a proactive approach to consultation and in demonstrating how this has been conducted to suit the scenario and what it has achieved, when submitting planning applications.

4.3 The SCI emphasises the need for a flexible approach to community consultation on both policy documents and planning applications, responding to concerns regarding the unsuitability of a ‘one size fits all’ approach raised by consultees. It achieves this through proposing a number of consultation methods and considering who are likely to benefit from and make use of such methods, and when these may be best utilised. This allows future consultation strategies for both individual policy documents and planning applications to be tailored to suit the situation.

4.4 The SCI outlines a commitment to providing feedback and updates to consultees regarding how the document or application on which they have commented has progressed in light of any consultation. This is in response to concerns regarding how and the extent to which consultation is actively used in the decision making process.

· Question a): Policy Documents workshop, Stakeholder Conference

· Question b): Planning Applications workshop, Stakeholder Conference

4.5 In response to concerns regarding the level of input from ‘hard to reach’ groups, the SCI provides a section on how these groups may be better accessed and their views taken into account in the consultation process. It proposes the utilisation of various resources and contacts available to the city council and the altering of approaches to consultation as appropriate. This approach is particularly in line with consultees’ suggestion that the city council make better use of formal channels such as local voluntary groups, who can act as an access route to ‘hard to reach’ groups and provide valuable advice on tailoring consultation according to the groups targeted.

4.6 In assessing the comments made through the consultation process, it has been necessary to consider how practical it is to utilise certain techniques and methods of consultation proposed. The SCI therefore outlines how ‘resource intensive’ various approaches to consultation are likely to be, which is used as a basis for proposing when different consultation methods are most suitable. This ultimately involves disregarding or limiting the use of some suggestions made.

5. Formal Public Consultation of the Draft SCI

5.1 Consultation on the draft SCI will be carried out during from 3 November 2006 and ending on 14 December 2006, and will involve the following:

Stakeholder Conference

5.2 A further conference to be held which aims to gather views and opinions on the draft SCI and how successfully the city council has used the consultation undertaken to date in producing this. This also provides an opportunity for those groups and individuals who are yet to express their views on the city council’s current and future approaches to consultation to do so whilst the production of the SCI is still in its relative infancy. 

5.3 It is intended to hold the event during the week commencing 6th November 2006, i.e. early on in the consultation period. This allows those in attendance who may represent local community groups to discuss the issues raised at the conference with other members of their respective organisations, before submitting formal comments, should they wish to do so.

5.4 Invitations will be sent to all formal consultees (see Appendix B), all non-formal consultees who have registered an interest in the SCI (see Appendix C), all those who attended the previous conference held in June 2006, all CVS (Salford) registered groups, Salford Neighbourhood Managers, Community Committee Chairs and Deputy Chairs and all those who completed questionnaires during the previous round of consultation. 

Community Committees

5.5
The city council is seeking to engage with Community Committees at an early stage. Letters will be sent out to each of the city’s eight Community Committees during the week commencing 2nd October 2006 advising them of the forthcoming consultation. This seeks to gain their early involvement providing advanced notice of the consultation period to give committees the opportunity to plan any specific SCI consultation events or meetings for during the formal consultation period. Community Committees are encouraged to seek the city council’s assistance with any such events if they require it.

Members’ Workshop

5.6 A Members’ session is proposed to ensure that members are fully briefed on the draft SCI and able to provide their input into how it can be enhanced – SPECIFICS TBC

Production of Summary Document

5.7 A 3 to 4 page summary of the draft SCI is to be produced to aid the consultation process. This will be made available on the city council’s website, at the city’s libraries, community centres and sports centres, where the consultation period and how to submit comments will also be advertised. Other suitable locations will also be investigated such as doctors and dentist surgeries. The summary will also be sent to non-formal consultees and all those formally invited to the stakeholder conference. This aims to provide a more user-friendly version of the draft SCI to allow those who wish to comment to more easily digest its content. 

Questionnaire

5.8
It is proposed that a questionnaire will be sent with all development control neighbourhood notification letters. This seeks to gather the opinions of those who are most likely to be involved in public consultation on planning related issues, during the period of the SCI public consultation, which the SCI ultimately seeks to enhance. As such, the questionnaire will ask respondents to specifically reflect on their recent experiences of public consultation and how it may be improved. This questionnaire will also be made available online for submission.

Press Advertisement

5.9 The statutory consultation period, as well as where to view the draft SCI and associated summary and how to submit comments, will be advertised through the local press, and through Salford’s Talking Newspaper. If possible it will also be included in the next edition of Life IN Salford. These will also be used to advertise the stakeholder conference where the timing of publications permits this.

5.10
In addition to the above, the following statutory consultation will be undertaken:

· The Draft SCI, Consultation Statement and SCI matters to be sent to identified formal Consultees and Stakeholders (see Appendix B for list of formal consultees) with a covering letter. 

· Letter to be sent to known interested groups/individuals, including all those who attended the Stakeholder Conference or completed a questionnaire, informing them of consultation on the SCI and where to view the documents (see Appendix C for list of non-formal consultees).
· Reference copies of all consultation draft documents will be available during normal opening times at Salford Civic Centre, Chorley Road, Swinton and at all Salford Libraries. Response forms will be provided for written comments.
