RECOMMENDATIONS:    The Cabinet is asked to note the results of the Statutory Consultation carried out in respect of the proposed Renewal Areas in Weaste, Duchy/Pendlebury and Eccles New Road Corridor areas and to authorise: -

1) The formal declaration of the area shown on the attached map (Appendix 1) as the City of Salford Weaste Renewal Area 2003. 

2) The formal declaration of the area shown on the attached map (Appendix 2) as the City of Salford Duchy/Pendlebury Renewal Area 2003.

3) The formal declaration of the area shown on the attached map (Appendix 3) as the City of Salford Eccles New Road Corridor Renewal Area 2003.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:   

This report presents the results of the Statutory Consultation in respect of the proposed Renewal Areas in Weaste, Duchy/Pendlebury and Eccles New Road Corridor areas.  It further seeks Cabinet resolution for the formal declaration of the Renewal Areas.

1.0 Introduction

1.1
On 5 February 2003, Cabinet on consideration of a report by the Lead Member for Housing, authorised the Director of Housing Services to undertake the statutory consultation required prior to the declaration of Renewal Areas in Weaste, Duchy/ Pendlebury and the Eccles New Road Corridor areas.

1.2
The consultation period commenced on the 17 February 2003 and ended on 17 March 2003 in accordance with the statutory notice period required.  At the beginning of the consultation period, newsletters were delivered to every address in the proposed Renewal Areas containing information about the Council’s proposals.  The information was also made available at local libraries, through newspaper notices and notices displayed on conspicuous sites throughout the areas.

2.0 Weaste Renewal Area Consultation


2.1
There appears to be no opposition to the intention to declare a Renewal Area and broad approval for the Council’s proposals.

2.2
31 representations were received and 7 commented specifically on a title for the Renewal Area.  4 (13%) suggested titles containing ‘Willows’ while 3 (9%) suggested other titles  “Hope’s Choice”, “Weaste Gardens” and “Pride”.

3.0 Duchy/Pendlebury Renewal Area Consultation


3.1
There appears to be no opposition to the intention to declare a Renewal Area and broad approval for the Council’s proposals.

3.2
10 representations were received and 2 commented specifically on a title for the Renewal Area.  These were “Astin Lowes Farm” and “Duchy”.

4.0 Eccles New Road Corridor Renewal Area Consultation


4.1
There appears to be no opposition to the intention to declare a Renewal Area and broad approval for the Council’s proposals.

4.2
15 representations were received and 3 commented specifically on a title for the Renewal Area.  These were “New Eccles Road”, “Costa Del Weaste” and “Weaste”.

5.0 Next Steps


5.1
Following a resolution to declare a Renewal Area a local authority is obliged, under the provisions of Section 91 of the Local Government and Housing Act 1989 to:-

1) Publish a notice of the resolution in at least two newspapers

2) Send a copy of the resolution, map and report to the Secretary of State

3) Use their best endeavours to ensure that the resolution is brought to the attention of owners and occupiers of property in the area and that those people know who to contact with any enquiries or views about the action to be taken.

4) Secure an advice and information service for those who wish to carry out works to housing in the area.

6.0 Conclusion


1) I am satisfied that living conditions in the Weaste area shown on the attached map (Appendix 1) are unsatisfactory and that those conditions can be most effectively dealt with by declaring the City of Salford Weaste Renewal Area 2003.

2) I am satisfied that living conditions in the Duchy/Pendlebury area shown on the attached map (Appendix 2) are unsatisfactory and that those conditions can be most effectively dealt with by declaring the City of Salford Duchy/Pendlebury Renewal Area 2003.

3) I am satisfied that living conditions in the Eccles New Road Corridor area shown on the attached map (Appendix 3) are unsatisfactory and that those conditions can be most effectively dealt with by declaring the City of Salford Eccles New Road Corridor Renewal Area 2003.
