TITLE : EXCEPTIONS TO CONTRACTUAL STANDING ORDERS


RECOMMENDATIONS : THAT  the exception which has been made to Contractual Standing Orders in respect of the following contracts be noted:-

(a)
Micro Asphalt Surfacing Programme 2001/02 – Only two companies in the UK are known to have developed suitable systems for use.  Therefore, it was agreed in consultation with the Lead Member that the requirements of Standing Order 48.4(b) should be excepted in this case.  The cost of the work is estimated at £250,000 funded from the Highways Revenue Budget.

(b)
Harold Riley Archive – After suitable investigation of the market, only two manufacturers were found who could provide steel Cabinets fit for purpose.  The lowest quotation exceeded the £10,000 limit for less than three quotations.     


Therefore, it was agreed in consultation with the Lead Member that the requirements of Standing Order 43.4(b) should be excepted in this case.  The cost of the work is £11,163.42 plus VAT and funded from Capital Receipts and ERDF. 

(c)
IT Works for Education and Leisure Directorate Relocation – In order to move staff from the Salford Education Centre as early as possible it was agreed in consultation with the Lead Member that the requirements of Standing Order 43.1(2) should be excepted in this case.  This is in order to avoid delays through the tender process.  The estimated cost of the IT works is £187,000, which will be sourced from the funds allocated for the moves to achieve the aims of the Best Value Review of Office Accommodation.  



EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : Standing Order 43.1 allows exception to be made to Contractual Standing Orders, subject to such exceptions being reported to the Cabinet and recorded. The Director of Development Services, following consultation with the Lead and the Deputy Lead Member, has made exceptions as indicated in the abovementioned recommendation.
