Lower Broughton Summary of Resources


Community Venues / Resources

Depending on the definition of Lower Broughton, some of the venues and resources mentioned may be seen as outside the area.  However they are all in close proximity of people living in the Lower Broughton area. In summary there are a number of resources available to people in relative close proximity, however there are a number of issues about some of the venues and resources which are summarised below:

· Limited opening hours of sport facilities, often restricted over weekends

· Number of venues within the area, however sometimes limited provision.

· Time limited projects dependent on external funding. 

· Often those projects delivered by voluntary organisations are dependent on procuring external resources; however activities delivered by partner agencies (Salford Community Leisure) are also dependent on external funding to deliver activities.

· Large number of computer based learning facilities in the area

· Need to improve people’s access to resources through transport, childcare provision, plus one-to-one support for the most vulnerable people in the community to get engaged in activities

· North Salford Youth centre is based outside the area (Higher Broughton).  No designated youth base in the area.

Learning

Broughton Trust Outreach Centre

Shop front converted into open plan room used for training and community activities.  Located on Mocha Parade shopping precinct.  Resource is managed by The Broughton Trust (voluntary organisation).

Broughton D@tabase (Camp Street)

Learning facility based at Broughton Recreation Centre.  A voluntary organisation offering range of computer courses.

Broughton Community Resource Centre (Bury New Road)

Community and social service managed building offering range of courses and activities for members of the community, including ECDL, Spanish, ceramics.  Service primarily for adults and attracts number of elderly local residents.  Also base for East Salford Neighbourhood Management Team,  Making Space (Organisation working with individuals with mental health issues) and The Broughton Trust. 

The Broughton Trust is a key organisation in the Broughton area, delivering relevant consultation, innovative learning opportunities for local people, whilst also employing a number of people from the local area.  There are concerns about future funding avenues for the Trust.

Mocha Parade Community Centre

Small community centre (Community and Social Services) within Mocha Parade shopping precinct.  It is a meeting venue for groups including Better Futures Project, a voluntary organisation working with young men in the Broughton area.

Health and Leisure

Lower Broughton Health Centre (Great Clowes Street)

Based just outside Mocha Parade – range of health services for local community.

Broughton Sure Start (Great Cheetham Street East)

Converted shop front offering childcare services, and support and training for parents and carers.

Broughton Pool (Great Cheetham Street West)

Pool offering range of swimming options, and availability for private hire by groups.  Also has gym, meeting rooms, and will soon have a new computer suite.

Broughton Recreation Centre (Camp Street)

Large sports halls, used for range of sporting activities.  Currently open during weekdays.

Scout Building (Great Clowes Street)

Currently not in use.

Albert Park 

Park with bowling green, pavilion, play area and tennis courts (need upgrading).  Regular concern at Environmental Task Group and Community Committee with key issues surrounding lack of fencing (allowing quad bikes / cars easy access onto open spaces) and general wear and tear of park.

Floodlight five-a-side pitch and changing rooms have been leased by Broughton Action Group (local voluntary organisation with focus on young people in the area) from Urban Vision for 12 months.  Key concerns about pitch repairs that will need to be undertaken in the near future.

Broughton Consortium 
Constituted group managing two play areas – Wetherall Street and Pegwell Drive.  Legal responsibility lies with Groundwork with 5 years of 10 year lease left.  Multi-agency support is taking place to look at sustainability of play areas over the next five years but also in the long term how these play areas will be managed.  Key concerns regarding play area near Pegwell Drive and the levels of vandalism.

Hightown (SPACE) Building (Marlborough Road)

New building for sports, arts and leisure activities.  New development worker keen to extend use of building, especially in the evenings.  Current concerns regarding prices for hiring rooms.

Other Community Resources / Facilities

Community Development Workers (Community and Social Services)

Based at higher Broughton Health Centre and Chapel Street Project Office, however engaging with and supporting groups in the area.

Oasis Youth Centre (Silk Street)

Youth service building providing specialist training and base for Youth Bank.  Base for Detached Youth Worker Team who provide some detached youth work in the area. Youth services are looking at extending provision to other times of the week.

Church of the Nazarene (Great Clowes Street)

Local Church engaged in range of community activities.

Tiny Tots Vision / Grecian Street Nursery

New nursery established by local social entrepreneur.  Keen on offering community-focused resources. 

RITA Tenants Association (Riverside)

Active tenants association, have a base in one of the local houses.  Actively engaged in the Lower Broughton / Countryside developments.

Sport Development (Salford Community Leisure)

Deliver sports activities for young people in the area.  In previous years received funding through PAYP (Positive Activities for Young People), however due to new criteria were not eligible.  There are concerns therefore regarding funding to deliver future activities.  No activities happened over Whit because they were unable to procure funds from East Salford devolved budget.  There are real concerns about ability to deliver summer activities.

Community Organisers, Salford Community Network

Producing focused pieces of work relating to key issues in the area.  Recently facilitated workshop on Crime and Young People working with 30 young people from the East Salford area.
